This Sunday will be a great day as we celebrate 
our church’s 125th anniversary.  I want to express 
thanks to the 125th anniversary committee, chaired by 
Elder Duane Moon who is a life-long member.  Other 
members of the committee are Harriet Jones, Craig 
Scott, and Donna Barron.  Donna has been very help-
ful in getting the historical video put together which 
will be shown at the lunch to be held in the fellow-
ship hall after the 11:00 o’clock service. 

No doubt many of our members have seen the 
pictures in the display case in the hall by the church 
library which has pictures of the congregation from 
the 50th anniversary in 1931, and the 100th anniver-
sary in 1981.

It is interesting that according to research by our 
national Presbyterian Church, most Presbyterian con-
gregations have been around for a while.

Several 
Presbyterian churches date back to colonial days, 
including 26 congregations founded in the 1600s.  
Another 247 were established in the 75 years prior to 
the Declaration of Independence (1701-1775).  The 
first decade of this 21st century is on course to create 
a total of 322 congregations.  All of this provides an 
interesting window on the history of Presbyterian 
churches in the United States.  And we are part of 
that history! 

I look forward to seeing you this Sunday as we 
give thanks to God for all that he has done with us 
and for us during these 125 years.  Do be with us on 
this joyous day!
