From the Pastor . . .  

In a column some months ago I mentioned an 
excellent book by Gary Chapman entitled The Five 
Love Languages.  I had occasion to look at that book 
again recently and was struck by a passage I had un-
derlined where the author says:  “I am amazed by 
how many individuals mess up every new day with 
yesterday.  They insist on bringing into today the 
failures of yesterday and in so doing pollute a poten-
tially wonderful day.”  I suspect that sentence speaks 
to many of us. 

There are people who cannot really be happy 
today because they are stuck fast in yesterday, con-
stantly reliving old injustices.  They brood over these 
in a spirit of resentment until they are filled with self-
pity and bitterness.  How much better was the attitude 
of the Apostle Paul who said:  “(This) one thing I do, 
forgetting what lies behind and straining forward to 
what lies ahead, I press on ….”  Paul knew that there 
were some things from the past he had to forget if he 
was going to get on toward the goal which God in-
tended for him. 

Our sanity and our physical health require us to 
stop being obsessed by past events or misunderstand-
ings that threaten to destroy our present health and 
happiness.  There comes a time when with God’s 
help we simply have to let it go.  We need to realize 
that there is nothing we can do about the past except 
leave it there.  We can only do  something about the 
present if we are to get on with living. 

It can be so easy to let things that are bothering 
us ruin today.  But a better way, with God’s help, is 
to make the most of the day – to remember the pre-
ciousness of life, to give thanks to God for another 
day, for another morning, for another minute, for 
another chance to make the most of this day and this 
life which God has entrusted to us.
