From the Pastor . . .  
Some significant work has been done at the 

church recently.  One of the major things was a new 
roof for all church buildings following a hail storm 
in January.  Fortunately, we received a generous 
insurance settlement on the work.  One of the things 
not covered by insurance, however, was new insula-
tion for the sanctuary roof.  This work, approved by 
the Board and Deacons and Session, for $11,000 is 
expected to make a significant difference on hot 
summer days.  When the church was built about 50 
years ago, a kind of “mat” about an inch thick 
which had no insulation value was placed between 
the roof of the sanctuary and the shingles.  The new 
insulation is 3 ½ inch thick expanded polystyrene. 

Some helpful painting and refinishing of doors 
at the church is being done by Lenny Pollard. 

Several people have asked about the “missing” 
stained glass window in the sanctuary.  Fortunately, 
there was no vandalism.  It is not unusual to have 
some “bowing” of the side windows on the south 
side of the sanctuary because when the Lexan pro-
tective glass was installed years ago, no provision 
was made for venting the heat build-up between the 
Lexan and the stained glass.  In the case of the win-
dow that is missing, however, the window had 
bowed so much that it broke loose from the frame.  
Kerble Stained Glass Studios in Dallas is doing the 
repair work and the window should be replaced 
shortly. 

Summer is upon us, and I encourage your faith-
fulness in attendance at Sunday School and church 
and in your offerings during the summer months. 
God never takes a vacation from us, and we cer-
tainly shouldn’t take a vacation from him.  June is 
often thought of as a time for weddings, and as a 
matter of fact, I have a wedding this Saturday.
